ERSL Referee Competency Requirements
]

In addition to the OSA Referee Appointments Classification requirements,
the ERSL requires the following:

» C4 Referees - Prior to being appointed as a Referee for an ERSL Under 9
or Under 10 soccer game, each C4 Referee younger than 16 years of age
must have completed 5 appointments.

» C4 Referees - Prior to being appointed as a Referee for an ERSL Under
11 soccer game, each C4 Referee younger than 16 years of age must
have completed 15 appointments.

» C4 Referees - Prior to being appointed as a Referee for an ERSL mini
soccer game, each C4 Referee 16 years of age or older must have
completed 5 appointments.

» C4 Assistant Referees - Prior to being assigned as an Assistant Referee
in the ERSL, all C4s must complete the ERSL Assistant Referee course.
This course will be provided at the ERSL's expense.

» Referee's failing to submit their game report in Ref Centre Iin
accordance with the League's Rules and Regulations will be
referred to the appropriate District for discipline.

 Failure of the Home Club to assign the Referee or Assistant
Referee in Ref Centre shall result in a fine equal to twice the
Referee's fee set out in the Schedule of Fees.

 Failure of the Home Club to assign a Referee or Assistant
Referee in accordance with the OSA Referee Appointments
Classification Table and the additional requirements set forth
by the ERSL in this Policy, shall result in a fine equal to twice
the Referee's fee set out in the Schedule of Fees.




Disposition of Fines

Association league are not permitted to play in the ERSL.

Example:

A Premier player to be called-up to a Regional team in the same age
classification, plus to any team in a higher age classification, Note: In
accordance with the OSA rules, a player registered to a Level 4 team
who is underage may be called up to Level 3 Regional team at a
younger division if the player meets the age requirements of the younger
Regional division. For example an Under 17 player, registered to an
Under 18 Level 4 Premier team would be eligible to be called up to an
Under 17 Level 3 Regional team. This is because the Level 3 league is
a higher league than the Level 4.

3. Request to Reschedule — Other Reasons
A team may request to reschedule additional game(s) only for
the following reasons:

a) A team has two or more of its players selected to
participate with a CSA, OSA or District team within 24 hours
of a scheduled League game and the said Team provides at
least 48 hours notice to the ERSL Administrator that it
requests to have the game postponed.

b) A team is scheduled to participate in an Ontario Cup
game 60 hours prior to a scheduled ERSL game and the said
Team provides at least seven (7) days notice to the notice to
the ERSL Administrator that it requests to have the game
postponed.




Schedule Exceptions - Continued

c) A team submits, by May 1st, an exemption request by email, due to

complete teams traveling (not greater than three (3) weeks). Request
recelved after May 1st will not be accepted.

d) A team submits, b%/ May 1st, an exemption request by email, due to a
teams entry into a fournament. This shall only be applicable to weekend
games. The ERSL may request a copy.of the tournament entry form to
verify the request. Each team shall be’limited to requesting an’exemption

for a maximum of four (4) weekends. Request received after May 1st will
not be accepted.

e) a team has Monday night as its regular game night, and submits by May
1st up to two additional exception reques SE' dueto a teams entry into a

tournament the preceding weekend. The ERSL may request a copy of
the tournament entry form to verify the request.




Schedule Exceptions - Continued
e

f) a team has Tuesday night as its regular game night, and submits by May
1st up to two additional exception requests, due to a teams entry into a
tournament the preceding weekend and that tournament has games on
the Monday. The ERSL may request a copy of the tournament entry form
to verify the request.

g) an Under 18 team may request to move games scheduled for after
August 20th, due to the departure of players for college and university.
These requests must be submitted within one week of the draft schedule

being released.

h) all teams may request to move weekday games scheduled between
EODSA and SOSA teams for the entire season. All teams may request to
move weekday games scheduled before June 26, 2008 where the one
way travel time exceeds 75 minutes one way. These requests must be
submitted within one week of the draft schedule being released. Travel
time is calculated by using http://maps.google.com/ and entering the
Club's home address for the Start address and the address of the game
field for the End address.

4. Process for Setting the Rescheduled Game Date/Time

a) The rescheduled game shall be rescheduled within 7 days of the originally
Scheduled date and must be played before the division end-of-season date as
defined in the Bylaws. The |ast two (2) regularly scheduled games must be played
before the originally scheduled game date.

b? When a game is rescheduled for any reason the ERSL will appoint one of the
eams as being responsible to compléete the reschedule Erocess. Under normal
circumstances the following shall apply without the ERSL notifying the teams:

I. Request to Reschedule — Team Choice or Other Reasons - the team requesting
the reschedule shall be responsible for rescheduling; or

ii. Reschedule by the League - the Home team shall be responsible for rescheduling.
c) The teams work together to agree on a date.
d) Once the game is agreed upon:

I. the Home team then sends an email to the Away team with the details: game
number, new game date, home team, away team, field, start time.

ii. the Away team forwards the email to the league at (cc the Home
team). The ERSL now has confirmation from both teams that the date is acceptable.

Note: If this process is not followed the game will not be scheduled/rescheduled.




Rescheduling - Continued

e) If the teams cannot agree on a date within 7 days of the originally scheduled
date, the team responsible for the reschedule shall report the problem by email
to the ERSL and include emails documenting their attempts to reschedule. The
ERSL will determine if the teams have made reasonable attempts to
reschedule and the following action will be taken:

I. Both teams made reasonable attempts - the ERSL will request three dates
from the Home Team and request the Away Team to select one of the three;

li. Home Team made reasonable attempts - the ERSL will request one date
from the Home Team and schedule the game;

iil. Away Team made reasonable attempts - the ERSL will request one date
from the Away Team at their home field and schedule the game;

Iv. Neither team made reasonable attempts - the ERSL will schedule the
game and inform the teams providing a minimum of 7 days notice.

 |n 2008, the ERSL may elect DBR, where permitted

 Therefore, if a Coach wants a hearing, it must be requested
In accordance with the rules (within 48 hours of the game)

« Once DBR takes place, there is no appeal or abllity to
request a hearing
